Riders in graded classes A,B,C,D and pony & Galloway : must be 13 yrs of age
and over and have a performance card.

Showjumping performance cards :for grades A,B,C,D, Pony& Galloway to be
presented to the Secretary before 8:00am.

Galloway or a graded class but may not compete on both at the same fixture.
