be ridden second. 
3. OR     Two horses in the unofficial section, one competitive and one ridden HC, the HC horse 

to be ridden second 

 

Riders in 12 years & under class may ride graded or ungraded horses, but should enter only on a 
horse that they normally ride at Pony Club. First round starting height for 12 & under will be 80cm 
with 90cm spread. For events with one jump-off the maximum height for the jump-off will be 90cm 
with a 1.1 spread. For events with a third round the maximum height will be 1mtr in the third round

Pony & Galloway must not exceed 15h. A horse may compete either Pony & Galloway or in a graded 
class but must not compete in both at the same fixture. A Registration card is required. Fist round 
starting height will be 90cm and maximum height will be 1.1mtr

Seniors  can choose the height they wish to jump from official or unofficial classes. They will jump 
with that group and place as if they are part of that group and then their points are recorded separately 
so as not to take place’s from rider’s under 26.
